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Stone: old and new uses for trentino stone

projects awarded in the international cumulus competition - contaminations of trentino stone

The jury commission, consisting of experts in the field of architecture and design (Aldo Colonnetti, Paolo Baldessari, Michele Capuani, Massimo Martignoni) and representatives of Trentino companies in the stone sector, met in Trento on Tuesday 3 February 2004 and studied the projects presented by students from the five design schools taking part in the competition:

· University of Art and Design Helsinki – Finland

· L’Ecole de Design Nantes – France

· IED Madrid – Spain

· Estonian Academy of Arts - Estonia

· University of Ljubljana - Slovenia

The commission complimented the high quality of the projects presented, and gave an award to 10 of the works.

One project was awarded overall winner (3,000 Euro prize), four projects were highly commended (1,000 Euro prize each), and five others were considered noteworthy.

In its evaluation of each project the jury considered:

a) formal and design aspects;

b) feasibility;

c) technological innovation;

d) valorisation of the material used

1st Prize

1. Qbrick by Zoran Svraka, University of Ljubljana - Slovenia.

Tubular radiator with small cubes in Trentino stone inserted in the metallic structure of the radiant circuit. This project was awarded first prize because of a balance in technological innovation and optimal use of the chromatic-material qualities of Trentino stone.

Highly commended projects

2. Napa by Heli Pollanen, University of Art and Design Helsinki - Finland.

Paving with large paving stones, some of which, a mix of four elements, form a raised segment with respect to the pavement. This is a highly commended work because of its deep poetic and artistic quality.

3. Dama Natura by Marie Le Gac, Ecole de Design, Nantes - France.

Totem-barometer for the urban space. Highly commended for the focus on function and practicality, and an ability to dialogue collectively.

4. Alamont by Anna Larsen, Eva Posada, IED Madrid - Spain.

Series of small pillows in stone to place in parks and open urban spaces. Highly commended project for the irony and intelligent conceptual idea and its formulation.

5. Sinous by Villu Scheler, Estonian Academy of Arts - Estonia.

Scheme for the modular varying of thickness in stone cladding of walls. Highly commended for the depth of technological analysis.

Noteworthy projects

6. A glass of water, please by Linda Beregroth, University of Art and Design Helsinki - Finland.

Fountain conceived to poetically integrate with an urban or natural environment.

7. Orion by Mateja S. Dimic, Katja Markovic, University of Ljubliana - Slovenia.

Lamp for exterior and interior that plays with the contrast between the lightness of the metallic stem and the base mass in small cubes of Trentino stone.

8. Jardìn Zen by Dominique Herbillom, Ecole de Design, Nantes - France.

Micro Zen island in stone, consisting of spaces for plants and seats, for an urban setting.

9. Light Stone by Miha Crtalic, University of Ljubliana - Slovenia.

Coffee table or seat in modular stone that seems to float in space.

10. Stonebag by Ulo-Tarmo Stoor, Estonian Academy of Arts - Estonia.

Modular unit that incorporates, in a net, minor products in the working of Trentino stone. Can also be used as a temporary paving.

The calendar for the project “Stone: old and new uses for Trentino stone” covers a period of two years and began in 2003, it is rich in events, experiments in the fields of architecture and design, debates and expositions entirely devoted to innovative research, valorisation and promotion of Trentino stone and its native area.

“Stone - old and new uses for Trentino stone” is promoted by Provincia Autonoma di Trento, the Chamber of Commerce I.A.A. Trento and Trentino S.p.A. – the Territorial Marketing society of Trentino – in collaboration with the Associazione Artigiani e Piccole Imprese della Provincia di Trento, the Associazione Industriali della Provincia di Trento, the Federazione Trentina delle Cooperative, the C.E.T.-Consorzio Estrattivo Trentino and l’E.S.Po.-Ente Sviluppo Porfido.
