The works of students from the Design Universities of Lubiana, Helsinki, Essen, Nantes, and Madrid will have a home, during the next Salone del Mobile in Milan from 14 to 19 April, at the Portaluppi Foundation, the “place” where stone has been brilliantly contextualised, meditated, appreciated, studied, and shown to the public. The students took part in the Cumulus international competition launched to create greater awareness of, and appreciation for, Trentino stone.

The first place winner, the highly commended works and the noteworthy works selected in the Cumulus competition and presently exhibited inside the Foundation premises will be announced at the magnificent four fountains designed by Ettore Sottsass, Mario Botta, Pier Luigi Cerri and Alessandro Guerriero. These fountains are set on an extremely light base level with the road and footpath and are located along the entire elegant façade of the Foundation, in via Morozzo della Rocca, designed by Portaluppi in 1938.

The aim of Urban Stone Design is to highlight the great value and precious cultural heritage of Trentino stone and to uncover the importance and beauty of a stone that for thousands of years was the building material par excellence and which has recently been unjustly pushed to the background with the emergence of new materials. 

This stone, worked by able hands, can be used to create refined urban furniture in Italian cities; this will come about by meeting the challenge to revitalise public spaces in both large metropolitan centres and in the squares of smaller towns. The stone can also be utilised to create sophisticated pieces of furniture for homes and public offices.
